You are receiving this notification because yoe lon and/or own property adjacent to Oak Springeelin Austin,
Texas, and/or are a stakeholder in the area.

In order to address traffic congestion and air igyahe City’s Public Works Department is implentieg and improving a
bicycle route system, as directed by the Austiry Cibuncil perCity Ordinance No. 20090611-075 (The Austin Bicycle
Plan). Oak Springs Drive from Hargrave Street to Spitlg Road is Route 50 of the City of Austin bicys{stem.

In coordination with routine street maintenancaroe-surfacing and re-striping), and to improvebitity in the corridor
for both motor vehicles and bicycles, the stregpisty will be reconfigured. These modification® & provide delineated
bicycle lanes, and to improve corridor mobility asafety.

The planned Oak Springs Drive bicycle lanes are msommended by Action 58 tife Rosewood Neighborhood Plan
(Ordinance No. 011129-67and Action 111 ofhe East MLK Combined Neighborhood Plan (OrdinanceNo. 021107-
Z11).

To accomplish this reconfiguration, on-street meteinicle parking will be prohibited on certain sess of Oak Springs
Drive. The corridor’'s safety and mobility, as wadl the results of an on-street parking use asalysie considered to
determine these parking modifications:

e Oak Springs Dr. (Bedford St to Ridgeway Dr) —prohibit parking oottp sides of the street

e Oak Springs Dr. (Ridgeway Dr to Airport Blvd) — prohibit parkingiasouth side of the street, and on north side of
street east of 2802 Oak Springs Dr

e Oak Springs Dr. (Airport Blvd to Springdale Rd) — prohibit parkimg north side of the street, and on south side of
street east of Mercer St

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There will be no change to the parking between Hamgve St and Bedford St so parking will continue to be allowed on
both sides of the street. In order to meet parkimgy mobility needs, shared lane markings (or ‘tshes”) are planned for
this street block. Sharrows are bicycle symbads dne placed in the roadway lane indicating mstsghould expect to
see and share the lane with bicycles. Motoristsiishremember to give bicyclists three feet of gpaben passing and to



follow the rules of the road as if there were narsbws. Additionally, the street’s center linevioié shifted to allow for

more space passing slower-moving bicyclists trageliphill.
