In order to address traffic congestion and air i(gyahe City’s Public Works Department is implentieg and improving a
bicycle route system, as directed by the Austiry Cibuncil perCity Ordinance No. 20090611-075 (The Austin Bicycle
Plan). Chicon Street from Rosewood Avenue to Manor Redbute 55 of the City of Austin bicycle system.

In coordination with routine street maintenancegroe-surfacing and re-striping), and to improvebiiity in the corridor
for both motor vehicles and bicycles, the strespisty will be reconfigured. These modificationg & provide delineated
bicycle lanes, and to improve corridor mobility asafety.

The planned Chicon Street bicycle lanes are alsmmenended by Objective 3.9 thfe Rosewood Neighborhood Plan
(Ordinance No. 011129-67and Objective 6.2 dhe Central East Austin Neighborhood Plan (Ordinane No. 011213-
41).

To accomplish this reconfiguration, on-street meteiicle parking will be prohibited on certain sess of Chicon Street.
The corridor’s safety and mobility, as well as thsults of an on-street parking use analysis wensidered to determine
these parking modifications:

¢ Chicon St.(13th St to 16th St) —prohibit parking on wesksid the street
e Chicon St.(18th St to Manor Rd) —prohibit parking on westesof the street

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Parking remains unchanged in all other areas.
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There will be no change to the parking between Ros®od Ave and 13th St, and 18 St and 18" St, so parking will
continue to be allowed on both sides of the stréebrder to meet parking and mobility needs, estidane markings (or



“sharrows”) are planned for this street block. 18tns are bicycle symbols that are placed in tlaelwaay lane indicating
motorists should expect to see and share the laheigycles. Motorists should remember to giveyblists three feet of
space when passing and to follow the rules of dlad s if there were no sharrows. Additionallg, street’s center line
will be shifted to allow for more space passings#omoving bicyclists traveling uphill.
